  (look at the audience, not the other puppet when speaking) 

 

 
Show your profile 

(the listening puppet turns to the speaking puppet) 

 
 

 

What do you think? 
(engage the audience by asking them questions about what will happen) 

 
 

 

An Evening at the Improv 
(read the script as a guide but speak in conversation for a natural, relaxed 

performance) 
 

 

Keep chugging along 
(the audience doesn’t have a script so they don’t know you just goofed up, keep the
